The Brief

To deliver an urgent mobile immunisation programme
for the City and Hackney Teaching Primary Care Trus
following a major measles outbreak in Hackney, East
London. This fast-response campaign aimed to
increase the level of MMR vaccination among childre
and to raise wider awareness of the importance of
immunisation among parents and carers.

Our Response

EMS produced a striking mobile unit carrying public
health messages (“Watch Out! Measles about”) and
equipped to deliver the mobile vaccination
programme. The interior of the unit was clean and
simple — offering a seated waiting area, screeneftf-o
areas for the vaccinations and a fridge for the
vaccines. Two school nurses travelled with theigyn
offering on-the-spot vaccination.
